RULES FOR THE ADELAIDE AVFest 2009

The Festival will be conducted in accordance with the Standardisation of AV Sequences prepared by the Audio Visual Commission of FIAP.

1. THE COMPETITION: The Festival is open to all.  There will be no preselection.

2. AUTHORSHIP: The production must be the original work of the author and co-authors.  Authors may submit a maximum of four (4) sequences, including joint or group sequences.

3. CATEGORIES: All sequences must be entered into a category. 1.Documentary; 2.Humour; 3.Theme; 4.Music, Poetry and Song; 5.Natural History. The organisers reserve the right to transfer any sequence to a category other than that in which it was entered.  

4. An ENTRY FORM and FIAP IDENTIFICATION SHEET (FICHE) must accompany each sequence.

5. DURATION: The duration of a sequence must not exceed twelve minutes.

6. SUMMARY: Sequences to be accompanied by a clear and concise summary in English.
7. Sequences accepted at a previous ADELAIDE AVFest may not be re-entered.
8. Submission of a sequence implies permission for it to be shown in public.

9. The organisers may reject any sequence that does not conform to the rules or which contains objectionable material.
10. All entries must be stand alone digital productions (*.exe) without the need of the software that produced it.  All CDs will be copied to the hard drive for projection.  Copied material will be erased from the hard drive immediately following the Festival.

11. UNITED KINGDOM AND EUROPEAN ENTRIES : We have again arranged to bank funds in the UK.  To use this service send a copy of your Entry Forms with entry fees and return postage by UK cheque (made out to ADELAIDE AVFest) to Mr Ron Davies, FRPS EFIAP FIPF FACI(M), 2 Mellor Drive, Worsley, Manchester, M28 7TU, UK.  Your original Entry Forms, Fiche and Sequences to be sent to ADELAIDE AVFest, Post Office Box 20, Glen Osmond, South Australia 5064.

12. JUDGES : The Judges’ decisions are final. The Judges will assess each sequence and award trophies, prizes and honourable mentions.  Acceptance certificates will be awarded in accordance with FIAP regulations.  In addition, APS acceptances may be awarded by the Judges. 

13. ORGANISER’S RESPONSIBILITY : All due and reasonable care will be taken when handling sequences, but the organisers accept no responsibility for loss or damage. 

14. COPYRIGHT : In accordance with copyright law, all audio visual sequences presented at the Festival must be free of all rights of ownership, whether artistic or otherwise, which may be held by others.  By taking part in the Festival, authors indemnify the organisers against all and any actions that may be taken against them by owners of copyrights.  The organisers of the Festival will accept no responsibility in the event of dispute or litigation.

15. RETURN OF SEQUENCES : Sequences will be posted by 18 April, 2009 unless correct return postage was not received or it was indicated on the Entry Form that you do not require it to be returned.
